• 146 people were killed in crashes involving at least one driver or motorcycle operator with a blood 
alcohol concentration (BAC) of .08 or higher. 
 

• 92 people died in crashes involving at least one driver or motorcycle operator with a BAC of .15 or 
higher - almost twice the legal limit. 
 

• Enjoy your holiday, by protecting your CDL and your career. If you intend to consume alcohol during 
Independence Day, then designate a sober driver to drive.
